


 

As in the earlier workshop the group discussed the possibility of 
grouping waste management facilities together and all agreed that 
there are many positives to be gained.  However, some members of 
the group highlighted the problems of finding such sites as large 
development sites are going to be very scarce.  
 
Processing facilities were also brought into this bracket to aid the 
reuse of recycled materials, minimising transport and also aiding in the 
creation of local market s for recycled products. 
 
 
The scale of the facility and as such the scale and type of facility that a 
site is capable of accommodation is one of the most important issues.  
Any site identification process should also outline the possible uses 
and types of facility that the site will be capable of handling. 
 
Members of the group again commented that there is a need for 
smaller facilities to help feed and transfer waste to larger and 
potentially more strategic facilities.   
 
 
Access to modes of transport other than road should be supported 
especially where waste is being exported or even imported. 
 
Again the need for a network of facilities large and small was 
highlighted to enable sustainable waste management and try to adhere 
to the proximity principal. 
 
The group were all in agreement that the proximity principal was a key 
issue in the location of facilities. Locations close to the generation of 
waste should be supported. 
 
 
As above the need for facilities is always key, but in particular the 
location should also be borne out through the proximity principal, the 
need for a facility in a specific locality to minimise the distances that 
waste is transported.  
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The group commented that environmental designations should be 
respected in the identification of sites, although developments should 
not be automatically prelude due to the presence of designations if 
the can be acceptable developed and operated without significant 
impacts.  These would have to be considered on an individual basis 
 
 
Members of the group commented that there is an urgent need for site 
and facilities now, and that they need to be brought forward as a 
matter of urgency.  Also expressed concern that the plan would not be 
in place until 2010. 
 
The group suggested that it may be appropriate to use different 
criteria for different types of facilities as each have their own 
demands. Members of the group also suggested that, once potential 
sites have been identified that an analysis of their potential uses 
should be outlined.  
 
The group also suggested that potential areas of search could be 
identified, where certain types of facility are required to serve a 
particular need, potentially in co-ordination with the proximity 
principal.  
 
The group also discussed the use of buffer zones and suggested that 
they are only appropriate to some types of facility and their need 
should be considered on an individual basis. 
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The Group identified the following key locational principles / site 
criteria as being the most important: 
 

1. Scale and throughput 
2. Access 
3. Local environmental impact  
4. Proximity to waste generation  
5. Adjacent policies and strategies  
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
