Why Important

Identify a generic list of criteria and then adapt if appropriate.

Traffic and access will be an important consideration.

There is a need to link all planning together and a need to consider
spatial options whilst recognising key characteristics and patterns of
development. “Environmental capacity” may be an issue and this
needs to be regarded as important in terms of future site locations.

It will also be important to look at the pattern of waste arisings of ech
waste stream.

This was considered important in the context of deliverability and
concerns arose over how site availability can be accommodated over
time. Site assembly issues can be both time consuming and
complicated and this needs to e recognised and planned for. It was
suggested that land in LA ownership may be a good starting point as
CPO powers could be used but there was a recognition that care
needs to be exercised in how powers are applied.

There is a need to consider regeneration and potential for landuse
conflicts / synergies in those areas. Careful consideration of
compatability is required.

Deliverability is a key factor and bearing in mind issues of site
availability / changes in technology etc it is likely that there will be a
need to build in some level of over provision to ensure sites come
forward
